Request for Variance
The Master Schedule of Standards and Conditions (MSSC) requires that its approval standards be followed for all OSE activities on public land unless a variance is requested with sufficient rationale and mitigation measures. This form may be used to request such a variance. 
A request for variance from an MSSC approval standard can be identified and requested by filling out and attaching this form with your oil sands exploration (OSE) application submission. This form will then be attached as part of your authorization. Not all the standards listed in this form are listed in the MSSC as OSE standards, but the MSSC gives us the authority to apply additional standards and conditions where appropriate.
When identifying variances, you may indicate one or more locations. This should include well identifiers for well sites and legal land description to/from locations for access. The rationale and mitigation provided may be general and applied to the larger project, or it can be site specific, as applicable. 
Applicants can use the OneStop Energy Development Planning Tool (EDPT) to help identify which sensitive sites will be affected by the OSE activity and applicable approval standards.
