Preapplication Concern Regulator

This fact sheet will help you understand what to do if you have concerns about a particular

energy development activity for which no application has been submitted to the Alberta

Energy Regulator (AER).

A preapplication concern is a written submission that outlines
specific concerns about a particular energy development activity for
which no application has been submitted to the AER.

It is a summary of the concerns that you would like the energy
company to address or how you believe the activity could affect you
or the land in which you have an interest.

A preapplication concern is different from a statement of concern
because it’s not specific to an application; therefore, it’s not included
in the AER’s review of an application.

The AER expects energy companies and concerned parties to
work together to address concerns. Therefore, it’s important that
you share your concerns with the company, which can be done by
sending your preapplication concern directly to the company.

AER staff will respond to preapplication concerns that are about
a particular energy development activity and inform you of the
options available to you.

* The type of proposed energy development activity (e.g., well, coal
mine, Water Act approval, etc.).

* The legal land location of the proposed energy development
activity (e.g., SW 00-000-O0WOM).

* The legal land location of your residence or the land in which you

have an interest (e.g., SW 00-000-O00WOM).

* A summary of your concerns or how you believe the proposed
energy development activity could affect you or the land in which
you have an interest.

* Any history or background information that might provide
additional insight.

Once the AER receives an application, a general public notice is
given through the public notice of application and notices webpages

on the AER website, aer.ca.

Companies that have applied to the AER must follow all AER
notification and consultation requirements.

If you have informed the company of your concerns about a
particular energy development activity, you are considered a party
with known concerns. Once the company submits its application, the
AER expects it to send the notice of application directly to anyone
who has previously raised concerns about the proposed energy
development activity.

The notice will provide you with information about the application
and about filing a statement of concern that is specific to the
application.

If you have concerns about an energy development activity for
which an application is being reviewed by the AER, you can file a
statement of concern that is specific to the application. Statements
of concern must be submitted before the deadline listed on the
notice of application, which is available on the AER website.

Yes, if you continue to have concerns after an application has been
submitted to the AER, then you must file a statement of concern.
A preapplication concern is not part of the AER’s review of

an application.
